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gate on the river due to annual flooding destroying the diversion channel and 
clogging up the water supply head gate. 

11. In a normal year, the Trujillo Ditch does not run year-round, and I sometimes use 
water from the well to irrigate my trees during those months that it does not run. 

12. I also have to use well water to irrigate rny property at times when the head gate at the 
river is clogged up with sediment because of flash flooding. 

13. Last year for example, the supply was plentiful since the monsoon produced lots of 
moisture and rain in the Sangre de Cristo/Pecos Mountains which is where the head 
waters for our irrigation ditch system supply are. However, there was a period of 
time when I had no water to irrigate even then because the head gate got clogged up. 
This has been an ongoing problem since I purchased the property and the cost of 
properly fixing it is exorbitant. It happened last year about 3 times due to all the 
heavy local /mountain rains and flash flooding in the river. It sometimes takes days or 
weeks before a backhoe or other equipment is rounded up to clear the head gate. 

14. In the spring of 2013, I planted winter wheat, oat, a mix of various grasses, flowers 
and fertilizer in my yard. I covered it up with a layer of wheat straw for moisture 
retention, erosion control and seed protection. I had to water it with well water for 
half that month because there was not enough water from the ditch in order to get the 
seed to germinate. I allowed the whole back yard to grow all summer in order for all 
the plants and wild flowers to produce seeds. The wheat was shoulder high when I cut 
it down. 

15. In addition, I would say that in 2013 there were approximately 15 additional days 
when I had to use water from my well RG-89217 to irrigate my chili, tomato plants 
and herb garden due to inadequate water supply from the ditch. 

16. The well was not metered and consists of a single line to the house with outdoor 
faucets. I do not have a separate electric meter that I can use to distinguish my indoor 
household use from my domestic outdoor irrigation. 

1 7. I have about 400 feet of hose that I deploy and use whenever needed for watering 
from the well. 

18. There is also a small drip irrigation system installed in my flower bed in front of the 
house. This was installed by one of the previous owners. 

19. The amount of water that would be needed to irrigate my property is likely to be 
somewhere around 2.446 acre feet per year because that is what my adjudicated 
surface right is for the property. 

20. If you take the amount of water that is needed to irrigate my lot 2.446 acre feet and 
divide it by 12 months in the year, that should amount to the total usage needed per 
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month. 2.446 ..;-12 = 0.203 acre feet per month. Since I used water in 2012 and 2013 
to irrigate my lot for about one a month, I believe that my outdoor use was about 0.2 
acre feet. There is no way to know for sure because my permit didn't require that the 
well be metered but I believe this to be an accurate estimate of my usage from RG-
89217. 

21. The State Engineer's Office never requested that I stop using my water for outdoor 
irrigation, and never visited the property.
